Week 

When Tisha B’av begins on Motzei Shabbos, as it 
does this year, Havdalah is recited on Motzei Tisha 
B’av (Sunday night). The brachos of Besamim and 
Ha’eish are omitted from Havdalah. 

On Motzei Shabbos, after Maariv and before 
Eichah, one should light a candle and recite the 
bracha of Borei Meorei Ha’eish. 

The bracha on Besamim is not said at all, not on 
Motzei Shabbos nor on Sunday night. 

On Sunday night, Havdalah begins with “Hinei Keil 
Yeshuasi” and consists of the brachos of Ha’gafen 
and Ha’mavdil. One should not eat until after 
Havdalah is recited.
